As a college student who cherishes our wild places, I support the wilderness recommendations in Alternative D 
of the Revised Draft Forest Plan; however, they must be improved by adding the entire 230,000 wild, roadless 
acres of the Gallatin Range as Recommend Wilderness in the final forest plan. The following three points also 
expand on the importance for the wild Gallatin Range. 
As a gateway to Yellowstone National Park, the Absaroka-Beartooth Wilderness is home to Montana's tallest 
peak, the steep, rocky mass known as Granite Peak, which tops out at 12,799 feet. The 155,000-acre Hyalite 
Porcupine Buffalo Horn Wilderness Study Area (HPBH WSA) in the northern Gallatin Range adjacent to 
Yellowstone National Park is one of the crown jewels of the Northern Rockies and a stronghold for threatened 
wildlife. Meanwhile, the Lee Metcalf Wilderness is distributed across the Madison Range in southwest 
Montana. Elsewhere on the Custer Gallatin National Forest, remote buttes and bluffs stretch across 
southeastern Montana all the way to northwestern South Dakota.
