--Fish stocking in naturally fishless lakes should end.

--No trail construction or reconstruction in the currently trail-less areas of the Absaroka Beartooth and Lee
Metcalf Wildernesses.

--Add the entire 230,000 roadless acres of the Gallatin Range as recommend Wilderness in the final forest
plan.

--Prohibit all motorized and mechanized uses and any activities not consistent with wilderness protection in
the Recommended Wilderness areas.
