Wilderness study areas including the Absaro ka-Bea rtooths, Dorne Mountain, Chico Peak, West Woodbine, 
Emigrant Peak, Red Lodge Creek, and the East Rosebud to Stillwater areas within 
 
tpe Custer-Gallatin National Forest are especially at risk from such use and deserve the fullest protection of the 
law. Further, these lands merit full protection as designated wilderness. 
 
 
 
In addition, public lands within the Crazy Mountains are also worthy of more rigorous  protection for their 
wilderness vaJues, their importance as a critical connective  corridor  and  refuge for wildlife as an island range, 
and their significance to Native Americans in the Northern Rockies. Lastly, l urge y.ou to also designate lands 
in Montana' s Pryor  Mountains  as  wilderness  study areas, anct;b-e tter yet, recommend their full protection 
as federally protected wilderness, including Lost Water, Big Pryor, Punch Bowl and Bear Canyon.
