I am 
writing to ask the Forest Service to support the wishes of the Native Americans and that all recommended 
wilderness in these two ranges be designated as such. 
 
I-90 and state highways are major barriers to connecting these isolated ranges. Please encourage and support 
wildlife overpasses and underpasses in order to allow safe passage of grizzly bears and other wildlife. This is 
an area of outstanding beauty that supports iconic wildlife. Please take a lead and continue to protect this 
environment and tha animals that depend on it.
