Even motorized and mechanized uses are sources of considerable harm and need careful
monitoring. The draft plan needs restraints till a fuller analysis by Congress has been completed. Additional
areas of restriction need to included stop fish stocking. Such stocking drives an unhealthy demand to visit a
lake. This unnatural stocking also increases the amount of pack animal and human feces. This pressure is
