I am speaking up for my ancestors, North America, 
wildlife across the continent, the land and water that has been under assault by corporate and governments 
attacks upon the environment in the relentless quest for profits. 
 
I'm a Canadian citizen, who believes i have the right to speak up for the continent where my ancestors lived 
long before it was called America or the United States, or Canada.  I've watched the effects for many years, 
though I am not a scientist, I am very connected to the wildlife, land and water.  I've watched for decades, as 
corporations and governments tore through the habitats of wildlife everywhere, taking and destroying without 
conscience or consideration of the consequences.  Climate change and extinctions at unprecedented rates are 
the consequences of greed and it is time to stop this abuse, if Earth is to recover.
