I'm writing in support of Alternative D with the addition of the entire 230,000 acres. With so little lands with
Wilderness designation in the lower 48, this is a fantastic opportunity to add Wilderness acreage for the
protection of wildlife and the inheritance of future generations. In 1964 when the Wilderness Act was passed
there was overwhelming support in the Senate and House for the bill. Yes, the politics were different, they were
thinking to the future beyond the recreational preferences of the day.
