From a work
perspective this can complicate decision making and planning efforts but that is part of our job to deal with
these complicated decisions.

My real issue is from the perspective of a Forest visitor. Trying to make sense of a very complicated plan can
make it difficult for one to interpret rules and regulations as well as understand what these designations mean
to me as a Forest visitor. | began working on the Bozeman District right at the end of our travel planning
process and | have seen first hand how a very complicated plan can make it hard for the general public to
make sense of rules and regulations. The more complicated that we make things might make sense for those
of us who work and study these plans all the time but the average person doesn't really stand a chance.

I guess in the end this is just a very long winded effort to say that my input is to keep it simple. | think we all
agree that those of us who are tasked with managing the forest will always try and do what we feel is in the
best interest of the resource, even if there are not multiple layers of protections piled on top of each other. The
real benefit of simplicity is given to those who can't or won't put forth the time to study these plans and simply
want to enjoy their Forests and see them protected.
