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Comments: 
Alternative D recognizes and protects the Crazy Mountains as a future (Recommended) Wilderness.  
Alternative D protects the outstanding wilderness character of the Crazy Mountains, keeping it as it is.  It 
provides the commitments necessary to retain wilderness qualities over time. There will be no new roads, 
wheeled or machine traffic, leases, logging or mines.  Grazing may continue where it exists.   
 
Alternative D offers necessary protections to preserve the existing wild character of the Crazy Mountains while 
Alternative C provides the best backcountry boundaries.  
 
Looking to the future of the Crazy Mountains, it is essential that you apply the strongest and clearest 
protections available to you over the largest area to keep it remote and primitive.  If that means recommended 
wilderness (Alt D with Alt C boundaries) I support it.
