With diminished herd sizes, grasses and  trees 
grow back, resulting in better soil erosion control.  With improved soil erosion, water follows its historic courses 
better.  Grass and tree growth results in more insects and worms, which results in more birds and rodents, 
resulting in more animals that feed on them.
